Hebrews 1:1-3 -  Long ago God spoke many times and in many ways to our ancestors through the 
prophets. And now in these final days, he has spoken to us through his Son. God promised everything 
to the Son as an inheritance, and through the Son he created the universe. The Son radiates God’s 
own glory and expresses the very character of God, and he sustains everything by the mighty power 
of his command. When he had cleansed us from our sins, he sat down in the place of honor at the right 
hand of the majestic God in heaven.

2 Peter 1:3-5 - By his divine power, God has given us everything we need for living a godly life. We 
have received all of this by coming to know him, the one who called us to himself by means of his 
marvelous glory and excellence.

GOD'S PEOPLE
2 Corinthians 5:20-21- So we are Christ’s ambassadors; God is making his appeal through us. We speak 
for Christ when we plead, “Come back to God!” 21 For God made Christ, who never sinned, to be the 
offering for our sin,[e] so that we could be made right with God through Christ.
