3Beloved, although | was very
eager to write to you about our common salvation, | found it necessary to write appealing to you to contend for
the faith that was once for all delivered to the saints.

Jude 20-25 (ESV) - 20But you, beloved, building yourselves up in your most holy faith and praying in the Holy
Spirit, 21keep yourselves in the love of God, waiting for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ that leads to eternal
life. 22And have mercy on those who doubt; 23save others by snatching them out of the fire; to others show
mercy with fear, hating even the garment stained by the flesh. 24Now to him who is able to keep you from
stumbling and to present you blameless before the presence of his glory with great joy, 25to the only God, our
Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be glory, majesty, dominion, and authority, before all time and now and
forever. Amen.

Love (chesed or agape) (n) - goodwill and benevolence of God shown in self-sacrifice and an unconditional
commitment to a loved one.

Romans 5:1-11 (ESV) - Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ. 2Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and
we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3Not only that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering
produces endurance, 4and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, 5and hope does not
put us to shame, because God'’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been
given to us. 6For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7For one will scarcely
die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die— 8but God shows his
love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 9Since, therefore, we have now been justified
by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. 10For if while we were enemies we
were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved

by his life. 11More than that, we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have
now received reconciliation.

Romans 6:4-5 (NIV) - “We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as
Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. For if we have been
united with him in a death like his, we will certainly also be united with him in a resurrection like his.””
