● What does it look like in your life to wait with eager anticipation of Jesus’ return and be a

testimony to those who do not know Jesus?
Hands:

● Who do you know that needs to hear and receive the good news of the gospel?
● How does 2 Peter 3:9 give you hope in the waiting?
● How does 2 Peter 3:10motivate you to action? 
● Optional: Finish your time together by reading 2 Peter 3:8-18 together.
