ARE ALIENS REAL:

The Bible does not explicitly mention alien life. What it does clearly reveal is that the one true God created the
heavens and the earth, made humanity in his image, and centered His redemptive story on His relationship with
mankind. Humanity sinned, and God’s answer was to send Jesus in the form of a man to save human sinners.

Hebrews teaches that Jesus came as fully God and fully man and offered Himself once for all. He is not dying again
and again in different forms for different beings. So, when | look at the whole witness of Scripture, my conviction
is that alien civilizations are not part of God'’s revealed created order or redemptive plan.

What the Bible does clearly teach is that there is a real spiritual realm, that angels and demons are real, and that
there is a real spiritual battle taking place. So, while | do not believe aliens are real in the way our culture imagines,
| do believe demons are real, deception is real, and we need a biblical lens for questions like this.

The Bible may not say much about aliens, but it says a lot about the enemy.
